The Committee was asked to consider an invitation to comment on Rother District Council’s proposal to erect a tourist information sign at the bottom of Lion Street – to indicate the location of Rye TIC. The Clerk advised that it was unlikely the Highways Authority would install signage without the support of the Town Council and added that RDC’s Tourism Officer had concluded that, if installed, three of the four signs suggested by the Highways Authority would be at risk of being hit by larger vehicles.
The discussion on this item` included the comments following: it was important not to add to ‘signage clutter’; the position of the sign proposed would benefit drivers rather than pedestrians (mindful of the one-way restriction in Lion Street); visitors have been observed having difficulty finding the TIC; how could RDC justify funding signage for the benefit of a commercial operator?
