LYDD AIRPORT EXPANSION
The Clerk advised that a former Town Councillor, Brian Champion had asked if the Council had considered asking the Secretary of State for Communities & Local Government to ‘call in’ Shepway District Council’s decision, on 3 March, to approve two planning applications permitting the expansion of London Ashford (Lydd) Airport.
Members considered an email from one of the Airport’s planning consultants outlining the benefits (primarily economic) of the proposed expansion.
It was considered generally that the expansion would benefit the local economy substantially.
