FLOOD MANAGEMENT PLAN
Members received Cllr Bantick’s report on the Rother and Romney Catchment Flood Management Plan Stakeholders’ meeting held on 2 August 
Speaking from the Gallery, Cllr Bantick advised that one of his main concerns was that the Environment Agency was maintaining that the flood threat to Rye was primarily tidal; whereas, the reality was that a combination of heavy rain (swelling the Rivers Brede, Tillingham and Rother) and a tidal surge could, under certain conditions, cause severe flooding in Rye. Another consultee, Rother DC had made a similar observation. The Environment Agency appeared to be content to leave the issue of flooding in Rye to the Shoreline Management Plan. It was agreed generally that the existing and developing flood management plans needed to mesh together.
RESOLVED (In liaison with Cllr Bantick) to write to the Agency reiterating these concerns.
