Presentation by the Rye Christmas Lights Committee: 
key points
Main criteria for a new Christmas lights scheme: tasteful, traditional, VFM, impact, sustainable.
Year 1 capital/revenue costs: £25,000. Thereafter, revenue costs estimated at £8,000pa. RDC has agreed to contribute £15,000 towards capital costs. Must be match funded - £10,000 cash; £5,000 time.
Colin Sayell puts up around 125 trees a year. Committee wishes to ‘plug’ gaps with similar ‘white light’ trees. Brackets approved by Conservation & Design Officer. Multi-purpose – will take hanging baskets and flag poles. However, many buildings in High Street can’t take the fixing. Aiming to purchase and install 66 additional trees.

Illuminated motifs planned for 5 lamp columns in Station Approach. Hopefully, station building will be lit. Looking also at floodlighting Mermaid and trees in Conduit Hill – and a large tree in the Strand area.
Insurance will be provided by Chamber.
90% of businesses canvassed thus far have said will make a financial contribution.
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
