NEW FISH QUAY
Members considered whether to make representations to the Environment Agency concerning the planting of trees against the railings at the new Fish Quay, which could obscure the view of the fishing boats from the perimeter path.

Cllr Dyce suggested that the planting had not been appropriate for the maritime setting and that the trees should be relocated.

Cllr Palmer considered that the view of boats at the Quay was obscured actually by the line of storage huts - the tops of boats could be seen at high tide only. Cllr Kirkham pointed out that there were gaps between the huts and suggested relocation of the trees planted at the railings, opposite directly the gaps. However, this proposal had insufficient support.


RESOLVED To take no action.

RIGHTS OF WAY
The Committee considered whether to submit rights of way ‘improvement opportunity’ suggestions (eg re-surfacing, wheelchair access, new/linked footpaths) for possible inclusion in the County Council’s Rights of Way Improvement Plan.
The Clerk observed that the County had again set a short consultation deadline (the invitation letter had been received 17 July).
Cllr Palmer observed that the documentation provided made no mention of County’s failure to maintain properly existing footpaths – probably a better use of resources.
RESOLVED To object to the short consultation deadline and lack of supporting information.
