PLANNING SEMINAR
The verbal reports of those attending the Rother Planning Seminar held on I November included references to: a presentation by Rother’s Trees Officer; a presentation on the Local Development Framework consultation; the availability of Rother’s Planning Enforcement Policy; planning applications now needing to be accompanied by design and access statements; the Government considering according the installation of wind turbines and solar panels ‘permitted development rights’; the 14-year-old  ‘Reasons for Refusal’ document being updated; a planning surgery being held weekly at Bexhill Community Help Point; Rother’s preference for planning application comments to be posted on its web site; another seminar being held in 6 months’ time; Chris Wilson being replaced by Richard Wilson (employed formerly by Hastings BC); the LDF covering a period up to 2026 and the many (especially environmental) factors which could skew the Plan’s objectives and assumptions.

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK
The meeting considered whether to appoint Member/s to assess – particularly in relation to Rye - the Local Development Framework Core Strategy (Issues and Options) Discussion Document and to draft a response on behalf of the Council (deadline: 8.12.06).

Responding to a question from Cllr Izod, the Clerk advised that Rother was not intending to send the Residents’ Questionnaire to every household. RTC held a quantity of questionnaires and would endeavour to publicise this fact by way of publicity in the Observer and a News item and link on its web site.
