BT Payphones has decided not to remove its kiosk in New Road following sustained 
pressure from Rye Town Council.
BT Payphones wrote to the Council in September saying that because the New 
Road kiosk ‘receives very little usage’ it had been earmarked for removal. Although 
Councillors were given 42 days during which to register objections they were not 
optimistic. BT Payphones removed 4 kiosks from Rye in 2002, despite vigorous 
representations from the Council.

Town Clerk Richard Farhall comments: “The Council is delighted that commonsense 
has prevailed on this occasion. . Too often larger bodies and institutions attempt to 
override the  views of local elected representatives. This may be a small victory but it 
is sweet one.”
Councillors objected to the proposed removal of the New Road kiosk on the grounds 
that it is near a school, is used by passing motorists and is likely to remain functional 
even if the domestic/commercial exchange was disabled in the event of a major 
incident.
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
