The recommended £1,000 budget increase for Rye Town Council’s Civic Fund in 2003-04 (Rye Observer, 24 January) comprises not only a £500 contribution towards the expense of Installing a new Lord Warden of the Cinque Ports, but also a £500 provision towards commemorating the 900th Anniversary of the re-building of St Marys Parish Church. Both forecast expenditures are untypical.

The recommended annual budget for training staff and Councillors has increased from £300 to £700. This is necessary because there are elections in May and newly-elected Members will be encouraged to attend courses which explain their statutory responsibilities and the powers and functions of local councils.
