KIOSK SECURED
Rye Town Council is hopeful it has saved another public payphone from removal 
after the Secretary of State agreed to give the red telephone kiosk at the foot of 
Conduit Hill a Grade II Listing.
In May, BT Payphones announced that it was considering removing the ‘loss 
making’ Conduit Hill payphone. Councillors oppose its removal because it is used by 
vulnerable people needing to arrange transport home from the Community Centre 
and Postern Gate Surgery.
Following a request for urgent action from the Town Council, the Secretary of State 
listed the kiosk because it stands in a good ‘heritage location’.

Rye Town Clerk, Richard Farhall comments:

Although pleased to have safeguarded the kiosk itself the Council remains 
concerned that BT could remove the phone inside, leaving an aesthetically-pleasing, 
but useless ‘shell’. 

Residents have until 31 July to object to the phone’s removal by writing to BT
