(DON’T) FEED THE BIRDS!
Rye Town Council is calling on well-meaning residents to stop feeding pigeons and 
gulls. Favourite feeding sites in the town include the Strand Quay, Landgate Square, 
Pollard’s Wharf and the Landgate Arch.

Rye Town Clerk, Richard Farhall comments:

Pigeons carry many diseases and their acidic droppings damage buildings. Mounds 
of droppings are unsightly and can make pavements slippery. Both gulls and 
pigeons are attracted primarily by the availability of food. Feeding them merely 
undoes all the good work that has been done gull proofing litter bins and fitting bird 
deterrents, such as spikes or wires, to buildings.

Anyone considering fixing bird deterrents to a Listed Building or property within the 

Conservation Area must write to Rother District Council’s Conservation Officer for 
his comments before proceeding.
