Dear Sir

Although Rye Town Council has no power to act against those flouting parking restrictions at South Undercliff (A259) it has ‘lobbied’ both previous Police Inspectors and the Highways Agency with a view to reducing congestion and the build-up of exhaust emissions.
In September 2003, the Highways Agency and its sole agent agreed to the removal of the parking bays on the Strand Quay and to introduce the Order necessary within a few months. We are still waiting.

In December 2003, the Council asked the Agency to revise the permitted parking at South Undercliff from 8am-6pm, Monday-Friday to 7am-7pm Monday-Friday. In April 2004 the Agency advised that, subject to available resources, a full review of the location would be undertaken during the year. We are still waiting.
