Rye has a new weapon in the fight against ‘nuisance’ crime in the form of the 
Community Graffiti Removal Kit.

Each kit contains brushes, gloves, sprays and a selection of 100% biodegradable 
liquids and gels which are effective on all surfaces against aerosol paint, marker pen 
ink and chewing gum. Full instructions are provided.

They are supplied by the Rother Safer Partnership which has set itself the target of 
removing graffiti from homes, businesses and property across all Rother’s parishes 
and towns.

Rye Town Clerk, Richard Farhall comments:

Graffiti is unsightly, depressing and sends a negative message to visitors to the 
town. How often have we seen graffiti in another town and left with the impression 
that it must have an array of social, economic and crime and disorder problems, as 
well as a lack of civic pride?
The kits may be borrowed by anyone affected by graffiti, or those wishing to take
