MONKBRETTON BRIDGE CLOSURE
As this issue went to print final preparations for the closure of Monkbretton Bridge were being made. During the whole of October the Highways Agency’s main contractor, InterRoute will be carrying out essential resurfacing and waterproofing works during the day-time.

Although InterRoute is managing the project (on behalf of the Highways Agency), the Town Council, Rye Partnership Information & Visitor Management Group and representatives of other key organisations (public, voluntary and private) have been helping InterRoute by sharing local knowledge, offering information for its consideration and, in some instances providing practical assistance to mitigate the effects of the closure. None of these organisations is responsible for the project itself. Any queries about the works should be directed to the Highways Agency on 08457 50 40 30.


During October there will be two diversions in place: one for Large Goods Vehicles (LGVs) or cars – along the A268, A28 and B2080; the other, for cars only, along Military Road. A short (50m) stretch of Kings Avenue (between numbers 4 and 6 New Road) will be closed for the duration of the works to allow any LGV drivers who have ignored the diversion advisory signs at the Brenzett roundabout to turnaround and follow the correct route. Vehicle access for Kings Avenue residents will be maintained at the eastern junction with the A259 (between 38 and 40 New Road).
Residents of Rye, Camber and East Guldeford should have received a copy of the Highways Agency’s newsletter (dated August 2007) on the closure. If you have not received one, additional copies may be obtained from InterRoute on 0845 6000414 or by emailing area4@interroutejv.co.uk.

To minimise inconvenience for residents of New Road, Kings Avenue and East Guldeford, Rother District Council and the Town Council have agreed a scheme to give each household a permit to park, without charge, in either Bedford Place or Lucknow Place Car Park during the works. Pedestrian access over the bridge will be maintained at all times.

Parents/Guardians taking their children to Freda Gardham School from the west should drop them off – and pick them up – in either Bedford Place or Lucknow Place Car Park. The school will be providing escorts from the area between ‘Skinners roundabout’ and the Bridge.
It is inevitable that there will be a few teething difficulties within the first few days of the closure. Accordingly, the Town Council has emphasised to InterRoute the need for it to have staff on the ground with the authority to address operational difficulties as soon as they become apparent.
At the time of writing, the arrangements for bus services are as follows:
Stagecoach Service 711. Dover-Folkestone-Camber-Rye-Hastings
Buses to/from Camber, Folkestone and Rye will terminate at, and start from the area in front of Freda Gardham School. Passengers will need to walk across the bridge to/from the connecting bus to Hastings which will wait in New Road in the area between Skinners roundabout and the bridge.

Smiths Service 711. Jury’s Gap-Camber-Rye-Bexhill College

This service will operate in two halves with the bus from Jury’s Gap and Camber terminating in the area in front of Freda Gardham and school children walking across the bridge to the connecting bus the other side. The reverse will apply in the evening.
Coastal Coaches Service 325. School services from Rye Harbour, Cadborough Cliff and Tilling Green
These buses will start or terminate in New Road in the area between the bridge and the roundabout and school children will need to walk to and from Freda Gardham. An escort will be provided by the school.

Rye Community Transport Service 326. Town service to Kings Avenue
This service will start and terminate in the area near to Freda Gardham as close to the bridge as practical. Passengers will need to walk across the bridge to join the waiting town service. The reverse will apply for passengers making the return journey.

Smiths Service 553. Brookland-Jury’s Gap-Camber-Thomas Peacocke 

This will start and finish at Freda Gardham and students will need to make their way to/from Thomas Peacocke on foot.

Smiths Service X92. New Romney-Camber-Rye-Homewood School

This service will be diverted from New Romney via Appledore to Rye from where it will operate normally to Homewood School. A connecting bus will be provided from Lydd and Camber to Freda Gardham where passengers will need to walk over the bridge to join the main service. The reverse will apply in the evening.

Smiths Service 292. New Romney-Rye-Northiam-Homewood School
This service will be diverted from New Romney via Appledore and then operate normally between Rye and Homewood School.

Rambler Coaches. Contracts 165/166 Jury’s Gap/Camber to Freda Gardham School

These are not directly affected.

ONE DOWN . . . 
At the end of August, Rother District Council achieved its first prosecution of the year in Rye for illegal street trading. The operator of an ice cream tricycle was fined £520 and £305 costs. The ice cream van frequently trading – unlawfully – in Hilders Cliff has not been seen for some weeks.
DIGGING IN
The long-running dispute with Rother District Council over the status and ownership of Rye’s two remaining allotments has reached a crucial stage with the Town Council resolving to spend up to £2,000 seeking Counsel’s opinion. The Town Council believes that the allotments were improperly transferred to Rother shortly after the last major re-organisation of local government (1974). Schedule 29 9(1) of the Local Government Act 1972 states that, where an area has a parish (or town) council, it is the proper allotments authority.
FIT FOR THE FUTURE

Town Councillors have considered the consultation on the future of maternity services at the Hastings and Eastbourne General Hospitals and have decided to support what is commonly known as Option 5. Put forward by the Hands Off the Conquest and Save the DHG (Eastbourne), this proposal is, essentially, the status quo. Councillors were totally opposed to the loss of the consultant-led maternity unit at Hastings, mainly on the grounds that journey times from Rye/Camber to Eastbourne would be unacceptably long.
GETTING THERE

Although all the funding necessary to complete Rye Skate Park has yet to be confirmed, the equipment comprising Phase II – a half pyramid with kinked planter and a flat bank - has been ordered and should be installed by Christmas.

GREEN SPACE PROTECTED

In response to pressure from local residents and the Town Council – all fearing the possible consequences of the sale of the land to an unsympathetic private developer - on 21 August Rother District Council made a Tree Preservation Order on the area of woodland north of Rye Railway Station between Ferry Road and the Grove. There now follows a 6-month period for any objections to be lodged.
