HEALTH MATTERS
The Council was alarmed to learn, at the last minute, that the Bexhill & Rother Primary Care Trust was relocating the SEADOC vehicle (and accompanying doctor) from the Memorial Care Centre to Hastings. The PCT has admitted that it had not consulted on the proposal, which will be subject to a 12-month trial period.

Councillors are continuing their efforts to encourage East Sussex County Council to consider ‘community benefit’ (rather than focusing on financial gain) in relation to the disposal of the former Lower Thomas Peacocke School site – a possible new location for the Postern Gate Surgery. The Council will be acting on some helpful advice provided by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister.
On a positive note, the Town Council views the PCT’s proposal to integrate the Cinque Ports Surgery within the Ferry Road Clinic as having significant potential benefit to the practice’s patients – as well as making full use of limited resources.

ROTHER PLAN

The Rother District Local Plan Public Local Inquiry commences at Town Hall in Bexhill on 19 October. The Town Council will be pursuing vigorously its objection to the possibility of the construction of 114 dwellings on land just to the north of Udimore Road. The Council’s representatives will be liaising with Rye Conservation Society (which has similar concerns) on this issue.

The Council has pointed out additionally that the neither the Draft Plan – nor Rother District Council’s proposed amendments – acknowledge the possibility of the former Lower Thomas Peacocke School site being used to accommodate a ‘combined’ Tilling Green/Freda Gardham Community School. It is understood that, due to falling school rolls, the County Council is giving this proposal serious consideration. If approved, the initiative would release land at the Tilling Green Infants School and Freda Gardham Community School for residential development. There is substantial land at the latter and the District Council would have no justification for making provision for housing on the greenfield site north of Udimore Road.
