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Land Registry
David Edward’s letter to Barry Parks of 11 January 2006 cites two Land Registry Title numbers: ESX62521 and ESX65343. I have located both in the office (I actually obtained them from the Registry in August 2001).

ESX62521 (issued 28.8.01) includes the South Undercliff Allotments. The absolute title is held by Rother. However, interestingly, the description of the property registered under this title refers to ‘allotment gardens on the South side of South Undercliff, Rye’. The description ‘Allotment Gardens’ appears at the site on the attached OS Plan.
ESX65343 (also issued 28.8.01) includes the Love Lane Allotments. These are not referred to specifically in the Property Register description but, again, are marked clearly as ‘Allotment Gardens’ on the attached OS Plan.


Legal Advice
It has been made known to me that the National Society of Allotment and Leisure Gardens (NSALG) has access to specialist legal advice in this area – including Counsel’s opinion – and is providing advice in relation to a similar situation.
I suggest that there is a realistic expectation that, by enrolling the Council as a member of the Society at £50pa*, the Council could reduce its potential legal costs in relation to pursuing its ‘grievance’ with Rother.
